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1 Introduction (Use style: Heading 1)
(Use style: Main text). Use this document as a template for preparing the digest for SAEM 2021. The official language of the symposium in English so the digest must be written in English and must not exceed two pages with all embedded figures and tables, conclusion, acknowledgment and list of references. The digest should be written and saved as a Microsoft Word document (file extension *.DOCX). The prepared digest in DOCX format should be uploaded according to the instructions provided at the Symposium web site (https://saem.ferit.hr/?authors).
The page size is A4, Portrait orientation, and all margins are set to 2.5 cm. The main font used in all text is Times New Roman. Please do not use any other fonts with an exception of Greek symbols or special characters (e.g. (, (, (, () where Symbol font can be used. Please do not add page numbers to your document since the actual page numbers will be added during preparation of the Book of digests. Make sure to remove all template text prior to submission.
2 Text formatting (Use style: Heading 1)
(Use style: Main text). The text formatting for different parts of the digest is defined using styles which are indicated in round brackets throughout this template. The styles are used to define the fonts, font sizes, indentation, spacing, text alignment etc. Please use the styles as indicated and DO NOT alter them to your convenience. The styles have already been implemented in the template, so you need to replace the template text with your own and use the same style in the appropriate places in the text. If you wish to implement a certain style to a section of your text, please select that text and click on the name of the style you wish to use.
2.1 Subsection (Use style: Heading 2)
(Use style: Main text). If subsections need to be used inside the main section, please use the style Heading 2 to define their titles. The numbering of the Heading 2 is automated using a Multilevel list option in MS Word so the first number will correspond to the number of the main section and the second number will be the ordinal number of the subsection. 

2.1.1 Second level of subsection (Use style: Heading 3)
(Use style: Main text). For the second level of subsection please use the style Heading 3. The numbering sequence follows the multilevel hierarchy. Please avoid the usage of further lower level subsections.
2.2 Abbreviations and acronyms

(Use style: Main text). Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text. Abbreviations such as IEEE, SI, dc, and rms commonly used in electrical engineering do not have to be defined. Do not use abbreviations in the title or heads unless they are unavoidable. 
2.3 Units

(Use style: Main text). Use International System of Units (SI). Do not mix complete spellings and abbreviations of units, e.g. use “Wb/m2” or “webers per square meter”, not “webers/m2”. Spell out units when they appear in text: “. . . a few henries”, not “. . . a few H”. Use a zero before decimal points: “0.25”, not “.25”.

3 Equations (Use style: Heading 1)
(Use style: Main text) Equations should be composed with MathType Equation Editor (preferred). The font size should be adjusted to 11 pt. Since MathType is a commercial plugin software not necessarily available to all users, an alternative which can be used is the MS Word embedded equation editor (Insert/Equation). The style Equation should be used at the location of the equation which already contains two tab stops (center at 8 cm and right at 16 cm). Please put the equation in the middle at the location of the first tab stop. The equation number should be enclosed in parentheses and positioned flushed right at the location of the second tab stop. Please number the equations consecutively throughout the text. In the examples below (1) is entered using MathType equation editor while (2) is entered using MS Word embedded equation editor. 
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(Use style: Main text) Be sure that the meaning of symbols in your equation has been defined before or immediately following the equation. When referring to an equation in your text use “(1)”, not “Eq. (1)” or “equation (1)”, except at the beginning of a sentence: “Equation (1) is . . .”
4 Figures and tables (Use style: Heading 1)
(Use style: Main text). Figures can be made in colour, greyscale or black and white. When making colour figures, please make sure that their clarity is preserved when printed using black and white printer. The style Figure should be used at the location of the figure. Place the figure in line with text. Figure captions should be placed below the figure using the style Figure caption and numbered consecutively throughout the text. If two figures are to be entered side by side, please create a two-column table, remove all borders and shading, and place each figure into its own column. DO NOT use floating text boxes to insert figures.

(Use style: Main text) The table should be centered using the style Table at its location. Please use the MS word Insert/Table option to create tables. Table caption should be placed above the table using the style Table caption and numbered consecutively throughout the text.
